(a) The five Upper School boys’ dormitories should be equipped
exclusively with bed No. 1, that is the  platform ” bed.

(8) The two Lower School boys’ dormitories should be equipped
with the “lengthened ” J. 8. beds, plus a few J. S. beds
(unlengthened) beds poessibly for the very smallest boys,
plus & few No. 1 beds for bigger boys slesping in those
dormitories. There are mot at present emough ““leng-
thened ” beds to equip both the Liower School dormitories
but this will be carried out as soon as labour is available.

(¢) The four Upper School Girls’ dormitories will be equipped as

they are, for the most part already, with bed No, 2 plus a
few * wide ” beds No. 3, for their smaller girls.

(d) The two Lower School girlsy’ dormitories will be equipped
’ eventually with ¢ lengthened ” beds No. 5, and the ‘‘wide”
beds, about half and half,

{e) The J. 8. will be equipped with J. S. beds throughout, either
the original small bed or elie the lengthened ones for their
bigger children. There should not be any need for any-
thing bigger than the lengthened beds in the Junior School.

Matrons and others will therefore help considerably if they will
kindly work towards the above scheme. The prosent rituation is that
there are ample numbers of No. 1 and there is no need to obtain any

" _more either now or for the future. There are some 180 J S. beds

in all and the lengthening of these shoulld be proceeded with more
rapidly, the surplus No. 1 beds being cut up for the purpose. Any
new purchases will be of the Number 3 type as being much more
suitable for the size of girl the school mostly takes in now-a-days
than the unnecessarily long * hospital”’ beds.

Where new beds are required for Staff, the “Staff” beds in girle’
dormitories should first be drawn on ; there are a few of these, for
-some reason or other, in dormitories. Further requirements should
be met by providing the Staff withi the Girls’ long beds, and replacing
the beds so withdrawn from dormitories with the ‘ wide’’ beds of
which there is & small surplus.’
